In 2014, voters passed Measure AA, a 30-year,
$300 million bond funding open space projects
in Midpen’s community-supported Vision Plan,
including dozens of Coastside preservation,
restoration and public access projects. Coastside
property tax payers contribute to Measure AA.
Midpen’s remaining funding comes from a small
share of property tax on ridgeline and bayside
properties within our service area.

Decades later, as development pressure
threatened the Coastside’s scenic beauty,
rural character and agricultural heritage,
Coastsiders expressed their support for
extending Midpen’s boundaries to include
the San Mateo County Coast. The Midpen
Coastside Protection Area became final

in 2004.

Today, Midpen manages nearly 65,000 acres
of public open space land in 26 preserves
across parts of Santa Clara, San Mateo and
Santa Cruz counties. We work on behalf of
the public to preserve a regional greenbelt in
perpetuity, protect and restore the natural
environment, and to provide opportunities
for public enjoyment and education. Our
unique Coastside mission includes preserving
rural character and viable agriculture.

Public access areas of Midpen preserves are
free and open daily from half an hour before
sunrise to half an hour after sunset. Use this
map brochure to discover how you can enjoy
your Coastside open space.
